Interpreting            I have worked for many years as a full-time freelance interpreter and 
and                         translator. I interpret in Spanish ( I am considered bilingual), mostly for 
translating     commercial concerns and in legal cases, attending interviews with          solicitors, interpreting in Court, etc. I have also worked for the Central Office of Information as Interpreter/Guide for Spanish and South American visitors to Britain whose itineraries were arranged by the C.O.I. (now by the F.C.O.) and whose appointments include meetings with politicians, businessmen and women, visits to public service organisations and cultural bodies, depending on their field of work and requirements. I have attended briefing meetings with C.O.I. officials and the visitor at the beginning and end of each visit and then submitted my written report which is kept as a record. (In March 1981 I interpreted for Sr Felipe González when he visited London shortly before the PSOE won the Spanish General Elections and he became Prime Minister.) Until I moved to Spain in January 2001, I was also on the team of interpreters who help the Immigration and Customs Officers at Gatwick Airport.

I  translate from Spanish and French into English and from English and French into Spanish, mostly in the legal, commercial, technical, sociological and environmental fields, for agencies and direct clients in Britain, the European mainland and Latin America. I have also collaborated in the translations of  La Academia contra Babel - Postulados fundamentales del materialismo Filosófico como teoría literaria contemporánea, by Jesús G. Maestro (The Academy versus Babel - Fundamental Principles of Philosophical Materialism as Contemporary Literary Theory, translation (with Nicole Holzenthal and Laura Torrado Mariñas [Vigo, Editorial Academia del Hispanismo, 2008], of Uclés: Historia, paisajes, patios y jardines, by Manuel Gómez Anuarbe, Madrid 2014, and of Maroc: Émergence et développement global by  Henri-Louis Vedie, Editions ESKA, 2015.
